The cementless Helica prosthesis requires minimal
bone resection. This allows for decreased surgical
time, quicker return to function, and decreased
chance of femoral fractures. In addition, because so
little bone is removed compared to long prosthesis
designs, revision surgeries are much easier and
more likely to be successful. The “snap” fit between
the femoral head and the acetabular component
greatly reduces the incidence of luxation, which is the
most common complication with more traditional hip
replacement systems.

We have been performing the cemented (CFX)
BioMedatrix hip replacement at Chesapeake
Veterinary Surgical Specialists for 16 years and the
newer cementless (BFX) BioMedtrix system for 4
years. We will continue to offer these systems, as
we do not expect the Helica system to completely
replace the traditional designs. However, the
majority of dogs needing hip replacement will be
good candidates for the Helica system.
